Scholarship Eligibility 

 

To be considered for a UABA scholarship, all applicants must: 

 

• Be a U.S citizen or permanent resident 

• Be an Arizona resident 

• Possess a minimum 3.00 grade point average 

• Be an incoming freshman, incoming transfer student or continuing University of 

Arizona student 

• Be admitted to the UA and enrolled as a full-time student 

• Demonstrated level of commitment to the African American community 

Performed community service within the African American community

All applicants must submit the following: 

 

• A completed  UABA 2010 – 2011 Scholarship Application Form 

• Current transcript 

• Individual essay (two-page minimum, three-page maximum, double-spaced, 12-

point font, Times New Roman) 

• Letter of Recommendation (i.e. counselor, supervisor, teacher)
